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University of Grace

We praise God that the University of Grace Building did not collapse during the January 12, 2010 earthquake as it 

was filled with students, however some damages occurred. In addition to the college university and seminary, the 

building also hosts a primary/secondary school. The earthquake badly damaged the school building. Institute of 

Grace needs your help to be able to reopen the school. The cost of restoring the building has been estimated at 

$50,000 or more.  

The Institute of Grace also runs a primary school in Merger that serves 150 children. Sixty four of those children 

are orphans. The Institute has used the hospital building in Merger to provide the educational service to the 

community. The Institute was planning to rent a building in Merger to host the school but that building collapsed 

during the earthquake. Thanks be to God our students were not yet in the building. Institute of Grace is seeking to 

raise $50,000 to fix the damages in Delmas and $200,000 to build a school building in Merger. Below are pictures 

associated with the Institute Educational Programs:

Miracia Hospital

Praise God the Miracia Hospital building did not collapse during the January 12, 2010 earthquake. Many people 

were in the building and while the vast majority of buildings in Merger are now in ruins but no one was 

hurt in our building. There are, however some damages that must be addressed.   On December 14, 2010, 

Mr. Jean Filostin, Institute of Grace (IOG) Executive Director met with  Dr. Alex Lasen, the Haitian Health Minister.  

Following that meeting the Board of Directors of IOG, decided to schedule the opening of Miracia Hospital for 

February 1, 2010.  Institute of Grace needs your help to move ahead with the project.  Approximately $1.7 million 

US dollars has already been invested in the Miracia Hospital in Merger, Haiti. This region desperately needs a 

medical center to address the health needs of tens of thousands of people. The Institute of Grace is now 

seeking to raise $356,000 to fix the damages and to complete the hospital project in Merger. Below are pictures 

associated with the Miracia Hospital project as well as some of the damages inflicted by the earthquake.
